Modeling Events…Model in costume, divisions for performing with or without baton

Performance Strut…Show off your flexibility and creativity; an energetic, entertaining strut routine in any floor pattern!  (NBTA x-strut, USTA strut)

Freestyle…a one baton routine choreographed to music of your choice; no props

Showtwirl…a show routine choreographed to music of your choice; props encouraged
