DEADLINE FOR ENTRY :  Entries must be postmarked a full 18 days before a contest.  Anything postmarked after that date will be subject to a flat late fee of $10.   Anything received less than 10 days before the contest will be returned.  No entries or changes will be allowed on the day of the contest.
